Equipment

Excused absence and Illness

Problem Resolution

It is requested that each family inform their player’s Team Administrator, Head Coach, Director of Coaching, and/or Director of Operations about issues, concerns or any dissatisfaction, so that a timely intervention and effective resolution can be made.

Tuition Back Guarantee (available to new players only)
